The time has come to form our dance team for Paola Middle School for this
school year.

There are NO tryouts to be on the dance team at our middle school! Dance
team is for any 7%/8™ grade girl who would like to join. However, in order to be a
member, you MUST complete the following items by the deadlines indicated. If you
cannot meet one of the deadlines, you cannot be a member of the team for this year.

1. Youmust turn in your permission slip (attached) to Mrs. Dumpert by 3:00

p.m., Friday, September 23.

2. You will need to attend a uniform fitting session at 3:15 p.m., on Tuesday,
October 4. You will need to be prepared to pay for your uniform at the time
of the fitting. Unfortunately, if you cannot pay by Oct. 4, you cannot order a
uniform. If you are new to the squad, you will need to order shoes (if you
don’t already have black jazz shoes for dance class). Shoes may be paid for
with a credit card, cash, or check. The uniform may be paid for with check or
cash.

3. Youmust have a current physical form and insurance form on file in the
middle school office BEFORE our first practice on October 18. You can
pick up these forms up from the office secretary. I cannot let you practice
without these on file.

4. If this is the first activity that requires a physical that you have participated in
at school this year, you will need to pay a participation fee to U.S.D.368 for
$50. This is due, if possible, by the first practice.

Even though we don’t actually perform until January, wearing your dance team
uniform on game days during football/volleyball, wrestling, and girls’ basketball season
is encouraged to promote team and school spirit.

We will begin dance team practice in October. We will average 2-3 practices per
week (typically Tuesdays and Thursdays) from October-December after school from
3:00-4:00. Once we have established our dance squad roster, I will hand out practice and
performance schedules for you to put on your home calendars. Practice times may vary.

Fill out both the order forms for the pieces of uniform you will be ordering.

Paola Middle School Dance Team Constitution

Purpose

a.  To entertain the spectators, to promote and uphold school spirit, and to develop a sense of good
sportsmanship among the members.

Membership

a.  One team consisting of 7" and 8" grade girls who meet the assigned deadlines will be chosen.

Uniforms

a.  Uniforms and shoes will be purchased by the member.

b. Uniforms are to be kept neat, clean, and in good repair.

¢.  Uniforms are to be worn in their entirety for all performances.

Absences
a. Dance team members are to be in school at least 4 full periods on the day of a performance in order
to perform.

Members are to be on time to all practices and performances.

An absence not excused by the coach will result in sitting out the next performance.

Two unexcused absences will result in dismissal from the team.

An excused absence is defined as: illness and/or family emergency. Both require a note from the

parent or guardian to excuse.

f. Dance lessons, babysitting, and other sports outside of Pacla Middle School are not reasons to be
absent.

Practices

a.  All practices are required.

b.  Unexcused absence will result in sitting out the next performance.

¢.  Missing practice the day of a performance, whether unexcused or excused, will result in not being
able to perform that day.

Requirements

a.  Members must meet school eligibility requirements, (no F’s on a grade card).

b. You must have a signed parental permission slip, insurance form, eligibility agreement, and
updated physical form on file in the office before you are able to participate. These must be filed
before the first practice in the fall.

c.  Failure to provide these forms on or before stated deadlines will result in dismissal from the team.

d. Dance team activities take priority over other extracurricular activities-and jobs. If you cannot
make time for dance team, do not become a member.

Conduct

a. Members always conduct themselves properly.

b.  Gum or jewelry is not allowed at any practice or performance. This includes newly pierced ears.

c.  The sponsor and/or administrator has the power to bench, suspend; or dismiss any member for any
of the following: |

i. Undesirable behavior
ii. Sloppy uniform
iii. Rude language or gestures
iv. Failure to perform outlined duties
v. Any act that harms the reputation of you, a team member, or the school
vi. Smoking or drinking in uniform
vii. Possession of drugs
viii. Quarterly grade below a D
ix. School suspension
x. Refusal to participate in a practice or performance

Miscellaneous

a. In addition to boys® basketball games, members may perform at several pep rallies during the
school year.

b. Members will be expected to attend practices from October through February.
